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Stretchable Electronic Devices Using Liquid Metals

In recent years, stretchable electronics are expected to become the next generation of electronics. To realize it,
a number of stretchable conductive materials have been proposed. In this presentation, we focus on
stretchable electronic elements using liquid metals, which are materials with excellent electrical stability and
softness. The current status of advanced technological development of elemental technology using next-
generation materials will be provided.
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
